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Executive Summary

This deliverable details the dissemination activities of the Cloud-LSVA project during its first
18 months in adherence to D6.1 (Analysis of Strategic Communication Priorities and
Dissemination Plan henceforth Dissemination Plan).

The objective of this document finds its basis in the dissemination and communication
strategy outlined in D6.1. Recording and monitoring all dissemination activities conducted by
WP6 permits the evaluation of conformance to strategy guidelines as well as the strategy
itself.

The first part of this report describes the dissemination tools — channels and materials
(digital and social media, partner networks and visual printed materials) — that Cloud-LSVA
has at its disposal for its dissemination activities.

The latter half of the report encompasses a description of dissemination activities through
online (website) and offline (journal publications) communication channels, and presence at
events.

The document provides metrics for all activities and concludes with a summary of Cloud-
LSVA’s dissemination plans for the following year. A follow-up to this document will be
produced in M36 reporting on the activities of the project in Year 2 and Year 3.
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1. Introduction

Cloud-LSVA’s Dissemination Plan (D6.1) prioritised the dissemination of the project’s results as a key
element of its strategic objectives and therefore put a strategy in place to maximise the impact of the
project’s dissemination activities.

The strategy outlined key objectives, target audiences and messages for Cloud-LSVA’s
communication and dissemination efforts. It aimed to raise awareness and exposure of the projects
results via the website, at events, and through community outreach by building a common network.

In order to optimise the dissemination strategy’s execution, D6.1 defined actions for scientific and
industrial dissemination with regard to online presence, publications, conferences and events at the
national and European level.

For the purposes of evaluating the communications and dissemination strategy, D6.1 prescribed the
monitoring of a dissemination activities log, various data sources of digital media and certain
indicators.

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5. Summary and Future Plans

The “Analysis of Strategic Communication Priorities and Dissemination Plan” (D6.1) stated the
importance of scaling up the effort and expectations of results along the timeframe of the project. It
specified three phases of dissemination activities dependent on the project cycle.

Phase 1: In the early phase of the project, the goal is to promote basic public awareness of the
project existence and goals.

Phase 2: In intermediary stages updates must be provided to highlight milestones and the project’s
progress.

Phase 3: In the final phase, the main goal is to publicise the results of the project, to raise
awareness of the public and scientific communities, and prepare the market for the
commercialisation of the Cloud-LSVA system.

In its first year, the Cloud-LSVA project communication efforts focused on raising awareness about
the project and its potential. Publicity and branding materials were created.

At its midway mark, Cloud-LSVA’s dissemination activities have focused on disseminating its results
and progress via publications and presentations both electronically and at events targeting specific
interest groups.
